Swimmer and Parent Behavior Code and Expectations
The following code is in effect throughout the swim season and is to be signed by the parent and the swimmer before the swimmer is allowed to enter the water. 

1. Consumption of alcohol, tobacco products, or any illegal substance at any RBST function will not be tolerated and will result in automatic and immediate removal from the RB Swim Team without any refund of paid registration fees. 


2. Each swimmer will follow the RB Swim Team rules and RB Pool rules at all team functions.  Any RBST member behaving in an unmanageable manner or breaking the rules will go before a review committee.  This may result in suspension from meets or expulsion from the RBST without any refund of paid registration fees.  These rules include:

a. No fighting

b. No cursing

c. No unsportsmanlike conduct

d. Appropriate behavior between team members and their guests

3. After swim meets that are not hosted by RBST, the team will normally go out to eat together.  We love it when everyone joins.  If you or your family chooses to join, RBST members will be polite and act appropriately in restaurants.  This includes cleaning up after yourself/family and leaving a tip.  


4. Swimmers will stay in the pool area during swim meets.  Everyone should cheer other team-mates on during events.  


5. In order to run a successful swim meet, volunteers are needed.  Each family should contribute to the swim meets in some fashion.  Do your part.
